Abstract. Alcohol consumption is a factor influencing the adherence of people living with HIV
infection to medical supervision and treatment, increasing the risk of hospitalization and death .
At the same time, the process of testing and therapy, as well as the psychological aspects
associated with accepting a diagnosis of HIV infection, serve as powerful stress factors and lead
to social maladjustment at all stages of this disease. The frequency of alcohol use among HIV-
infected people and in the general population is generally comparable and is associated with a risk
of adverse clinical outcomes of this infection [1]. A special role in increasing the frequency of
alcohol consumption when a diagnosis of HIV infection is made is played by the degree of
stigmatization of patients in society and the possibility of them receiving adequate social support
from their immediate environment. The review article covers the harmful aspects of alcohol
among HIV-infected patients.
